Battery Life Tips

The tablet is an Android based touch-
screen tablet.

Like all
Android devices, there are tips to help
extend or maximize battery life.

When not actively being used, the
screen will timeout and the scan
tool display will power off, while
application remains running in
background. The user can set the
length of delay between the last
screen touch and automatic screen
timeout (dim and lock).
